My
wife and I began camping in
the early 1980’s and chose
Carter Caves State Park for
our first camping site.

Because Mammoth
Cave National Park is so
popular, it is hard to secure
a camping permit unless
reservations are made ahead
of time.

With
over 350 miles of passage-
ways, the Cave is the long-
est known cave system in
the world. It is hard to be-
lieve, but explorers have not
completed the mapping of
the vast underground pas-
sages to this time.

The park
itself covers more than
52,000 acres of land.

My introduction to cav-
ing influenced me for most
of my life.
